


Safety

Ride/Walk/Hike with a companion whenever
possible to be better prepared in the event of
an emergency. Know your personal and
physical limitations as well as that of your
horse. Choose a trail within the limits of your
ability. Plan your route! Know the name of the
trail(s) you will take, including the trail mileage
you will travel and what to do if an emergency
occurs on the trail.

Being aware of the location of the closest
or call box is recommended because

Sharing the Trails

The City offers low-intensity recreational use
consistent with resource protection and
preservation.

Hikers, bicyclists, equestrians, runners, small
children, senior citizens, dog-walkers,
photographers, people in wheelchairs, bird
watchers, and other nature study groups are
all out on the trails exploring open space.

To help make multiple-use trails work, each
user should keep in mind the needs of others.
All trail users, including hikers, bicyclists, and
visitors with dogs, should always yield to
equestrians.
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Hiking Guidelines

® Check the weather before you hike. It is not
safe to hike in heavy rain.

e Wear sturdy shoes to protect your feet.

Carry the proper safety equipment.

e Carry drinking water. DO NOT drink from
streams, springs or lakes without properly
treating the water first!

e Observe wildlife from a safe distance.

Do not feed or get close to wild animals.

e Stay on the trail. If you hike off of the trail,
you might get lost.

® Let an adult know where you are hiking
and when you plan to be back.

Equestrian

Some visitors may be unfamiliar with and
possibly frightened by horses. When you
encounter other visitors on your horse, inform
them of the safest way to pass. You are
responsible for maintaining control over your
horse at all times. If your horse is high-
spirited, please alert other trail users.

If you are planning a long or endurance ride,
please plan accordingly and bring water.
Water troughs for horses are not available
along the trail routes.

Equestrian Parking Areas

Trailer parking is very limited at most parks.
Designated trailer parking is only available
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
